In 1995 a survey was done of 53 members with 19 responses. Another survey waim done

1998. These surveys asked about level of experience, type of quilting demweell as activities the
person might be interested in participating in. A survey included with the newsletter and membership

renewal form in 2003 asked members to chooseofaite activities at guild meetings and asked if
people would be interested in serving on the executive.

The Constitution was written in 1974, reviewed and revised as needed. A revision of the
constitution was done in fall of 2007and accepted by gernmhbership in January, 2008.



In April 1996, KQG joined the Ontario Quilting Associatiom 1998, the Canadian Qtuirlg
Association changed their policy of individual membership and offered Guild membership & KQG joined
and began receiving copies of TBanadian Quilter magazineThe guild developed pinand coffee
mugsfor members to purchase. KQG has held alpck dinner yearly, first scheduled in Augo$ieach
year. In 2002, the pot luck dinner was moved to December, due to low attendance unsfug

In 2000, a pamphlet deiting the establishment of the guild was writtenAlso, Kelly Jones
started work on a web page for KQG in summer of 2008w.geocities/com/kqguild/ In 2001, the
newsletterwas put on the web siteln 2006, a new web site was createdyw.kqg.ca developed and
maintained by Sherry PerrymanStarting in 2010, Barb McCahery took over responsibility for updating
and improvinghe website. The newsletter went digital in 200Bging sent to many members and other
guilds in that way. People withoutestronicaccess could 8k get paper copies, but it efided KQG to
increase the size of the Newsletter and keep the line on printing costs.

In 2005, the KQG became incorporatedaanonprofit entity.

Advertisers for the newsletter increased, 8 in 2008.200%, membeaship was $30In 2004¢ 05, quilt
calendars were produced, making a profit of $400 for the Guild.

In 1999, it was recommended that all executive members prepare an annual report to be given
to incoming executive, including a description of activities amcbmmendations for improvements.
Guiddines were developed for the reports as well as more formalized position descriptions for executive
positions.

Services to Members

Newsletter ¢ First reference to Newsletter is in the minutes of Oct 1995. At that point, there
were advertising services offered, and 3 advertisers were in Newsletter. Advertising revenues increased
over the years, sufficient to cover the cost of printingn 2004, computer program Publisher was
purchased to facilitate production of the Newsletter. By 2004, there were 10 advertisers in the
newsletter. Newsletters were a topic at interguild meetings and there was discussion around frequency
of publication and mailing costs. @ime access became more popular, but issues of privacy and address
sharing were raised. Starting in 2006, electronic copies of the newsletters were shared with other
guilds, rather than the paper copies that had been mailed presfio Patterns for projects such as bags
and mug coversyocYo Christmas ornaments, pillow cases etc are published in the Newsletter at
intervals . Notice of upcoming quilt shows and tips on quilting techniques are also published.

Guest Speakerg The-Ontario Quilting Connection and the Canadian Quilting Association over
the years has provided information about speakers available to Guilaedetingpresentations and/or
workshops. A variety of guest speakers have been invited to speak at the guildifterent topics. .
Speakers demonstrate/discuss techniques or talk about topics related to quiRirgjessional and
expert amateurs bring their products for a talk and demonstration on a wide variety ofmfoilination.

This came out of the stories of
anonymous quilts now being collected by galleries and museums.

Book Libraryg early purchases for the library were finances 50 draws. Early prograsn
included the presentation of a book review at the meetidigcussions on how to finance books, length
of loan period, fines for overdue books, storagebobks at meeting location as library got bigger and
added more books.New books were publicized at meetings and in Newsletter. Members were
asked to write reviews of new books and to recommend books for purchase. Donations to the library
were acceped. The librarians determinednhits on number of books to be borrowed for one person
and fines for late books and repayment for lost books. The processes for deleting books and the take
out and return of books gradually became more formalized. By82@Bere were 306 titles in the
library. The library also culled books that were not used and they were sold to members. They also sold
donated quilt magazineas a fundraiser for the Guild.

It was negotiated to makeverlets for the bassinets that would stay with the
hospital and KQGwould continue to make 40 x 60 quilts forreats to swaddle the babies and take
home with them.

The pillowcases were so popular that Cindy and her friends
started makinghem for other sick children.Janet Whittaker brought forward this project as something
KQG might participate in and provided the fgsih and instructions for making the pillow cases.
Members were asked if they would be willing to make pillowcases for children receiving cancer therapy.
The material was to be colourful and child friendly and made completely with French seams. The case
would be sento Hospital for Sick Children. By Dec 2009, over 2000 pillow cases were donated to HSC.
When the Cancer Care Centre at Royal Victoria Hospital is completed, pillow cases will go to them.
